  Day 1: Saturday: En Route 
 
Depart the USA on your flights to Israel. 

 
 
 
  Day 2: Sunday: Tel Aviv 
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Arrive Ben Gurion Airport in Tel Aviv; transfer to your 
hotel. 

 
 

 
  Day 3: Monday: Galilee 
 
Depart Tel Aviv and drive along the coastal plain to 
Caesarea, capital of Judea under the Romans. Visit the 
excavations of the ancient city, the Roman theatre and 
aqueduct. Continue to Megiddo, identified as the site of 
Armageddon. Drive to Haifa, view the Persian Gardens at the Bahai 
Temple. Proceed to Acre; visit the ancient city and harbor. Then, to a 
Kibbutz Guesthouse for dinner and overnight. 
 

 
 
  Day 4: Tuesday: Galilee 

 
Short tour of Tiberias before boarding a boat sailing on 
the Sea of Galilee to Capernaum, home to Peter and 
center of Jesus’ preaching. Proceed to Tabgha, site of the 
miracle of fish and loaves; visit the Church of 

Multiplication. Continue to Mt. of Beatitudes, site of the Sermon on 
the Mount; see the breathtaking panorama. Drive to the Banias 
Springs and tour the spectacular Golan Heights. Return to the 
Kibbutz for dinner and overnight. 
 

 
 
  Day 5: Wednesday: Jerusalem 
 
Tour of Nazareth, sacred town where Jesus spent part of 
his youth; visit the Church of Annunciation, St. Joseph’s 
workshop and Mary’s Well. Then, to Yardenit, the 
baptismal site at the Jordan river. On to Beit Shean; 
explore the Roman excavations. Drive along the Jordan River to the 
Holy City of Jerusalem. 
 

 
 
  Day 6: Thursday: Jerusalem 

 
Drive to the Mt. of Olives for a panoramic view of this 
“golden” city. Visit the Church of All Nations, King 
David’s Tomb and the Room of Last Supper on Mt. Zion. 
Enter the walls of the Old City; visit the Cardo, a main 

street of ancient Jerusalem. View the Temple Mount, and visit the 
Western Wall. Follow the Via Dolorosa through the narrow alleys to 
the Church of the Holy Sepulchre. End the day with a visit to the 
Garden Tomb. 
 

 
 



  Day 7: Friday: Jerusalem 
 
Drive to Ein Karem, birthplace of John the Baptist; see 
the Church of Visitation. Proceed to Yad Vashem, 
memorial to the Holocaust. On to the Shrine of the Book, 
at the Israel Museum; see the Dead Sea Scrolls and the 
Scale Model of ancient Jerusalem. We continue to Bethlehem; visit 
the Church of Nativity (subject to conditions; operated by a separate 
local Bethlehem company). Return to Jerusalem. 
 

 
 
  Day 8: Saturday: Jerusalem 

 
Drive to Qumran, where the Dead Sea Scrolls where 
found. Continue along the shores of the Dead Sea, the 
lowest place on earth, to Masada, the last stronghold of 
the Jews in 70 A.D. Ascend by cable car; visit the 

storerooms, and Herod’s Palace. Time for a swim in the Dead Sea 
before your return to Jerusalem. 
 

 
 
  Day 9: Sunday: En Route 
 
End of 7 Night Program 
Transfer to the airport for your departure flight to the U.S., 
arriving the same day. 

 
 
 
  Day 9: Sunday: Eilat (Eilat Extension) 
 
Travel south to the Negev Desert. Visit the Air Force Museum at 
Hatzerim and hear the fantastic story of this brave fighting force. 
Drive to Mamshit for a camel riding experience and a visit to an 
authentic Bedouin tent; learn about Bedouin hospitality and enjoy a 
light lunch. On to Kibbutz Sde Boker to see Ben Gurion’s hut and 
grave. Stop at Mitzpeh Ramon to gaze into the Ramon Crater, a 
geological wonder. Arrive in Eilat for overnight. 
 

 
 
  Day 10: Sunday: Eilat (Eilat Extension) 
 
Day at leisure or join an optional day tour to Petra
